T20 World Cup 2022 Final: England beats 
Pakistan by 5 wickets 

 

T20 World Cup 2022 Final 
England were crowned the champions after they defeated 
Pakistan by 5 wickets in the final at the iconic Melbourne 
Cricket Ground (MCG), Australia. They are the first team to 
hold the ODI and T20 World Cups at the same time after 
their memorable win over New Zealand in the 2019 50-over 
final at Lord’s. England also emulated West Indies to become 
only the second team in the history of the competition to lift 
two titles in the T20 World Cup. 
England were in the box-seat after captain Jos Buttler won 
the toss and elected to field first, restricting Pakistan to just 
8-137. Ben Stokes used all his experience to score 52 from 
49 balls just when his team needed it most as England 
chased down Pakistan’s meagre total of 137/8 with six 
deliveries remaining at the MCG.

Climate Change Performance Index 2023: India 

ranked 8th in the list 
 

Climate Change Performance Index (CCPI) 2023: 

The Climate Change Performance Index (CCPI) 2023 

released which was published by three environmental non-

governmental organizations viz. Germanwatch, NewClimate 

Institute and the Climate Action Network (CAN) 

International. India rose two spots to rank eighth out of 63 

countries in the Climate Change Performance Index 2023 

(CCPI). In the Greenhouse Gas Emissions and Energy Use 

categories, the country was rated “high”. In the Climate 

Policy and Renewable Energy categories, it earned a 

“medium” rating. 

The CCPI evaluates 59 countries and the European Union, 

which together generate over 90 per cent of global 

greenhouse gas emissions. Using standardised criteria, the 

CCPI looks at four categories, with 14 indicators: Greenhouse 

Gas Emissions, Renewable Energy, Energy Use, and Climate 

Policy. In 2022 and 2021, India stood in the 10th spot. In 

2020, it ranked ninth on the list. Since signing the Paris 

Agreement in 2015, India has updated its Nationally 

Determined Contribution (NDC). At the COP26 Summit in 

Glasgow, the country announced its commitment to 

achieving net zero carbon emissions by 2070. 
 

Climate Change Performance Index 2023: Basis of 
Assessment: 
CCPI tracks climate performance of the European Union (EU) 
and 59 countries, which together account for over 92% GHG 
emissions in the world. The climate protection performance 
is assessed in the following four categories, consisting of 14 
indicators: 

• GHG Emissions (40% Weightage) 

• Renewable Energy (20% Weightage) 

• Energy Use (20% Weightage) 

• Climate Policy (20% Weightage) 
 

Climate Change Performance Index 2023: Key Highlights: 

• In the overall standings, no country ranked first, second 
or third on the index. Denmark, with a score of 79.61, 
ranked fourth, followed by Sweden with 73.28 points. 
India scored 67.35 points. 

• India’s ranking in categories: In GHGs, it ranked 9 , 
Renewable Energy (24 ), and Energy Use (9 ), and on 
Climate Policy (8). 

• It should be noted that India ranked at top in the 
grouping of top 10 emitters. It is followed by Germany 
and Japan at 2 and 3 positions of this grouping. 

• The worst performers in the overall ranking are Iran, 
Saudi Arabia and Kazakhstan. They are particularly 
weak in renewables and heavily reliant on oil. 

• Saudi Arabia is the country with the highest per capita 
GHG emissions among the G20 nations.
